1. About VSF

Despite having over 365 million people under the age of 25, Indian youth have yet to make a significant
impact on the world of sport. Organized sports remain a luxury in India, with only the privileged section
having access to them. Any effort to increase representation and equality in sports involves time and
money, putting children from low-income families at a disadvantage.

Victory Sports Foundation is a non-governmental organization Co-founded in 2009 by

Mr S. Thanigaivelan, Mrs Sharmistha Sen and Mr Veerendra Mathur to develop and promote sporting
programmes for underprivileged children. Our focus has always been to foster Children’s overall
development via sports by emphasizing moral values, discipline, teamwork, fair play and fun.

We bring organized sports coaching to the grassroots level. In addition to encouraging our students to
participate in events and tournaments, we even provide them with every support they need to become
better sportspersons and human beings.

To date, we as an organization have worked with over 3500 children. We are now situated in Chennai
and operate in 5 districts of Tamil Nadu.

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1. 17t Annual Kit Sports Kit
Distribution

Playing sports without proper gear can be very dangerous, and if we are not careful
enough, a fun game can lead to a hospital visit. Wearing the proper gear drastically
reduces the chances of getting injured and enables us to focus on the game without
worrying about accidents that might occur. Provision of proper sports kits and
protective equipment is a crucial part of injury prevention in sports. At VSF, we are
committed to protecting our children from possible dangers on the field, and that
remains our top priority.

The Sports Kit Distribution is an annual event of Victory Sports Foundation, conducted
on the Ist of January every year. This year, the annual kit distribution event was held on
January 1st at the Yelagiri School. A total of 144 kits were distributed, consisting of 104
General Kits and 40 Special Kits for the students who have represented the school in
state-level Boys Under-14 and Girls Under-17 football matches. The kits were distributed
to the students in the presence of Chief Guest Mr. Shantanu Dutta, Mrs. Sharmistha Sen
(Trustee, Victory Sports Foundation), Mr. Srinivasan, AHM, Mr. Ramaswamy, and Mr. S.K.
Thanigaivelan. The kits included jerseys, shoes, shorts, and kit bags.




2. 5" Edition of Swami
Vivekananda Youth Foot-
ball Championship - 2023

Victory Sports Foundation strongly believes in the teachings of Swami
Vivekananda. To commemorate his 150 birth year celebration, we initiated the
‘Swami Vivekananda Youth Football Championship’ in 2014 in association with
Satyananda Yoga Education Charitable Trust. The idea behind this

tournament is to instill the values of Swami Vivekananda in youngsters
through sports.

After a hiatus of two years due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Swami
Vivekananda School Football Tournament was organized as a part of the
National Youth Day celebration. We were delighted by the turnout, which
exceeded that of previous years in all three districts where the event was held
- Jolarpettai, Chennai, and Nilgiris. The 5th edition of the tournament kicked
off in Jolarpettai district on January 12, 2023. This was followed by
tournaments in Chennai (January 13) and Nilgiris (January 24).

It was a delightful sight to see the excitement and sportsmanship l
demonstrated by each of the twelve teams from each district. We provided

lunch and drinks to all participants, including players, coaches, members, and

support personnel. The tournaments in all three districts were attended and

inaugurated by reputed chief guests who honored the winners and runners-up

by presenting trophies and medals.

We would like to express our gratitude to Satyananda Yoga Education

Charitable Trust for their participation in this endeavor, and we look forward to
continuing our efforts to promote Swami Vivekananda’s values through sports.
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3. Nari Saktthi
Tournament - Season 4

At Victory Sports Foundation, we believe that every woman has the right
to pursue her aspirations, especially in sports. We have made significant
efforts over the years to create a safe and gender-sensitive atmosphere
for women to showcase their strengths and excel in sports.

The fourth edition of the Nari Shakthi Trophy football tournament was

organized by us on March 7 and 8 at Jawaharlal Nehru Stadium, B ground,

Periyamet. The tournament was held to celebrate International Women’s
Day and highlight the importance of gender equality and women empow-
erment. We were thrilled to witness a significant increase in the represen-
tation of low-income women in sports.

The tournament was organized in association with the Chennai Football
Association (Ad-hoc Committee) and was supported by the Kaleesuwari
Foundation, Thejo Engineering Ltd, and Chennai City Police. Lunch and
refreshments were provided to all the participating team members,
coaches, staff, and support staff.

The winners and runners-up were honored with trophies and medals by
our chief guests. The Football Plus team managed to defeat SDAT in the
final match and emerged as winners.

Our goal with this competition was to break down gender stereotypes
and assist women in overcoming the barriers that prevent them from
achieving their goals. We will continue to support and encourage women
in sports while working towards making society more inclusive for all.

Victory Sports Academy'’s efforts are bearing fruit as we continue
to guide our students to success in sports and in life. Our approach
extends beyond training and coaching to include promoting healthy
living and providing mindset coaching for our students.

It is a remarkable achievement for
our Government Madrasa team from Chennai, Beyond Sports
Academy from Thiruvannamalai, and Victory Sports Foundation
from Tirupattur.

It is truly encouraging to see that our efforts to bridge the gap and
support rural and urban underprivileged children in pursuing their
dreams are yielding positive results. Our students have
demonstrated that with our coaching and their hard work, they can
accomplish anything they set their minds to. We extend our heartfelt
congratulations to our winners and eagerly look forward to
participating in many more competitions in the future.
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Special Initiatives

1. Summer Camp 2022

The summer camp, held from May 20 to June 3, 2022, focused on basketball
and football and saw the participation of 108 students, including 40% girls.
The camp was led by Dr. Sathiyaseelan, supported by coaches Mr. Moses,
Mr. Ramesh (Goalkeeping Coach), and Mr. Suman Mathew. We extend our
gratitude to Soliton Technologies, represented by Mr. Vikram Arjun, for their
generous donations that made this summer camp a fun-filled experience for
our students.
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2. Project Kana

We are pleased to share the success of Project Kana, a three-day program
held on February 11, 18, and 19, 2023, at Sathyamurthi Higher Secondary
School in Teynampet. The program aimed to inspire students and help them
explore diverse career choices in sports beyond playing and coaching.
Eminent guest lecturers from various sports fields enlightened the students
about the wide range of opportunities available in sports. More than 30
students participated each day, and they were provided with lunch,
refreshments, and certificates. The program covered 14 topics over 30 hours,
including sports science, sports analytics, personality development, sports
motivation, and career options in yoga.

Contributions from Indium Software, Vishvodayaa Trust, Balamandir Kamaraj
Trust, and Tamil Nadu Sports University played a crucial role in the success of
this program.



3. Sports Day at Government
Schools

Sports days are significant for students as they promote physical health, teamwork,

character building, and overall personality development. However, students in government
schools often lack opportunities to participate in sports days. As part of VSF’s “Opportunity 4
All” initiative, we organized sports days at two government schools.

After a gap of 14 years, we reinstated the Annual Sports Day Meet at Karapak-
kam Government High School on January 31. The event included various ath-
letic competitions and separate events for teachers. It provided a platform for
students, including special child Deepan, to showcase their abilities and gain
self-confidence.

On March 31, 2023, Victory Sports Foundation assisted Chennai Corporation
School in organizing its first-ever Annual Sports Day Meet at Corporation
Ground in Kottur. Over 300 students participated in 24 events, with equal
participation from boys and girls from 6th to 9th standard. Chief Guest Film
Actor Dr. Dhamu and K.R. Kathir Murugan M.B.A., Councillor Division -170,
Greater Chennai Corporation, presented medals and merit certificates to the
winners. The event witnessed an enthusiastic response from students, parents,
and teachers. Approximately 180 students received medals and certificates.

Through these sports day programs, we instilled in students the importance
of participation rather than just winning or losing. It brought hope, smiles, and
awareness about the value of sports and its impact on individuals and
communities among children, parents, and instructors.




Football Tournaments

Our students participated in the 2002 Chennai Football League organized by the Chennai Football
Association at the Kanigapuram Ground Playground. Seven teams, including Dawood Memorial

Football Club managed by VSF, participated in the tournament. The tournament was held from April to
May 2022. Fourteen matches were played, and 15 goals were scored. In an exciting and nail-biting
closure to the tournament, Dawood Memorial Football Club managed by VSF emerged as the runner-up.

We participated in the 4t Tamil Nadu State and Zonal Championship organized by HCL. The Govt
Madrasa Team represented VSF and participated in three matches, winning two games against teams
from Coimbatore and Tiruvallur, and emerged as runners-up in the tournament. HCL selects players from
the winning and runner-up teams to represent the South Zone in the upcoming HCL National
Championship 2022.

We conducted two under-19s youth development league tournaments on July 16, 17, 23, and 24,
respectively. The first league was conducted at Nazareth College of Arts and Science, while the second
league tournament was held at the SDAT Mini Stadium in Jolarpettai. The highlights are as follows:

We conducted a zonal football match at Cheyyar Boys School on August 23, 2022. The participants
fell under three categories (Under-14, Under-16, and Under-19).

¢ Under-14 Category: Four teams, including Munakkam Pattu, Pulirambakkam, Housing Board, and
Cheyyar Boys School, participated. Three matches were conducted, and Cheyyar Boys School
emerged as winners, scoring 10 goals.

e Under-16 Category: A face-off between RCM School and Cheyyar Boys School resulted in a win for
the hosts, with a score of 3-0.

¢ Under-19 Category: Cheyyar Boys School continued their winning streak against Indo-American
School and Wisdom School participants. The winning team scored 6 goals and conceded 2 goals.

e The Cheyyar Boys School team set a precedent by winning all three categories for the first time.




On August 30, we conducted the Chennai Zonal Sports Meet at Wesley Hr Secondary
School. The Govt Madrasa School team won the under-14, under-17, and under-19 matches

in football and qualified for the Inter-Zonal (District Match) Meet.

The annual Govt Sports Meet was conducted in Jolarpettai on September 8. The Govt Hr
Sec School team from Yelagiri Hills won the Under-14 & Under-17 Girls’ categories in

basketball. The winners of the under-14 boys’ football team, under-14 girls’ football team,
and under-17 boys’ football team qualified for the District Meet through this competition.

On September 23, we participated in the Under-19 Inter School Football Tournament at the
YMCA Nandanam grounds. Our Govt Madrasa School team finished as runners-up in this
category.

On October 8 and 9, 2022, the 11-a-Side Open Category Football Tournament was held at
Don Bosco College in Yelagiri Hills. We are delighted that the Disha team, coached by VSF,
made it to the tournament’s quarterfinals. Despite not making it to the finals, they demon-
strated that they are worthy competitors.

The tournament was hosted at MCC College in Tambaram, Chennai, on October 12 and 13,
2022. Our Govt. Madrasa School children took part and exhibited their extraordinary
potential by becoming the runner-up. In the championship game, they gave their best
effort, understanding that losses are not defeats but stepping stones to victory. We are
incredibly proud of our pupils’ incredible football skills.




The Thiruvannamalai Revenue District Champions competition for the 2022-23 academic year was held
at Cheyyar Boys School on October 27, 2022. Observing our students’ expert football abilities was
incredibly exhilarating. Our Under-17 & Under-19 teams represented us honorably, winning the District
level cup. It was evident that their training had paid off as they performed brilliantly on the pitch.

The T.N. School Education Department organized the Chennai Revenue District Champions tournament.
It was held at Don Bosco School in Perambur on November 17 and 18. Our pupils from the Govt Madrasa
school demonstrated their talent by winning the district-level competition.

The 38t School State Tournament was held at Kongunadu Engineering College from December 8-10,
2022. In the state-level competition, our pupils from the Govt Madrasa school took home the runner-up
trophy. They exhibited incredible teamwork and put in a valiant effort on the pitch. Their commitment to
learning from their mistakes will surely result in even greater football talents in future competitions.

The SDAT - Sai Ground held the 2022 Stephen Shadrack Memorial Tournament on December 30 and 3.
Our kids from the Govt Madrasa school won the runner-up cup, showcasing themselves as one of the top
teams. Their admirable performance demonstrated that they are formidable opponents. Although they
narrowly missed out on victory in the tie-breaker, we firmly believe that our instructors and students will
continue to push themselves to become better.



Boxing

Umar Kremley, the Secretary General of the
Russian Boxing Federation, took the initiative to
establish International Boxing Day in Russia in
2017. The International Boxing Association (IBA)
recognized and named International Boxing Day

in 2019, urging the worldwide boxing community,
including supporters, partners, and stakeholders,
to participate in the celebration. VSF also observed
International Boxing Day from July 30™ to August
1t by organizing a boxing tournament at the YMCA
Boxing Academy. Ten clubs and over 50 students
participated in the event. Yo-yo tests were
conducted for the students, and refreshments and
T-shirts were provided to the participants.

Boxing is the most Olympic medal winning sport in
India. Tamil Nadu boxers’ performance was at peak
during 1980 & 90s. They won national and
internationals matches which bought laurels to the
state. YMCA boxing ring is one of the oldest ring in
India which has produced many national and
international players. In last 10 years boxing, not
many boxing competition were hosted in TN. This
led to decline in grass root performance the TN
boxers of. With COVID, boxing activities has

become almost nil. VSF wants to improve this
grave situation. As a baby in the direction, VSF is
planning to conduct Chennai School Boxing
Tournament in Chennai from 30" July 2022 to

1 Aug 2022 at YMCA Boxing Ring, Nandanam -
Chennai. Close to 150 boxer from Chennai and
Thirunelveli are expected to participate.

As part of our ‘Opportunity for All’ program, which
aims to ensure active participation of players in
tournaments and improve their skills and fitness,
VSF teamed up with Disha Boxing 360 to conduct
the ‘Boxing Fight Night’ tournament. The program
was conducted in association with the Tamil Nadu
Boxing Association, TNPET, and PDA on April 10th
at J.N. Stadium.

Twenty-four boxers from three states participat-
ed in the ‘Boxing Fight Night’ in sub-junior and
junior weight categories. The chief guests for the
program were Mr. Devanand (International Boxer),
Dr. Nagaraj (Acting Secretary), Dr. Hari Sankara
Varma (Physiotherapist), and Mr. Devi Selvam. The
program was convened by Mr. Thulasi Dass, Mr. Giri
Anand, and our founder, Mr. S.K. Thanigaivelan.




Kit Distribution

The Madarasa Students Kit Distribution event took place on November 16, 2022, at
the Pitch N Play location. We had honorary chief guests, including Mr. Giri Anand, a
well-wisher who facilitated the event, Mr. Veerasamy, Vadaplani Inspector, Mr. Thiru-
vasagam, Egmore Inspector, Mr. Hariprasad, Convener, CFA Adhoc Committee, and
Mr. Hari Sankar Varma Raja, a former Olympic physiotherapist. Twenty-five pupils
received jerseys and shorts.

On December 6, 2022, the Madarasa Students & 3rd Division Team Kit Distribution
was held at Satyananda Yoga Centre. The ceremony was graced by the presence

of the honorary chief guest Mr. Vijaya Krishna Raj, Ice House Inspector, Ms. Vahiva
Begam, Mr. Jayagopalan, and Mr. Hari Shankar Varma Raj. At this event, travelling
sports kits for the third division team and the madrasa school team were distributed.

Every year, the Cheyyar & Nedumbirai students participate in the Beyond Kit
Distribution event. This event took place on December 15, 2022. A total of 40 kits
were given to the kids. With the right equipment, everyone can improve their
talents and become great players. The kits included jerseys, shorts, jogging shoes,
boots, socks, and chin guards.




Events & Initiatives

We conducted a selection drive for the 2022-23 academic year on June 11th to recruit
new students. The trials were held at Government Madrassa | Azam in disciplines like
hockey, boxing, football, and athletics. Eighty students from grades 4 to 12
participated. Selected students were enrolled in Government Madrassa | Azam

and became part of VSF hubs.

The United Nations declared June 21t as the International Day of Yoga in 2014,
recognizing its appeal to people worldwide and increasing awareness of the
numerous benefits of yoga practice on a global scale. To commemorate this integral
component of our indigenous health systems, we conducted a one-and-a-half-hour
yoga session at Marina Beach. Thirty students from our football and boxing hubs
participated. The session was well-received by the enthusiastic youngsters who
displayed great interest in performing the asanas and breathing exercises.

On August 9™, we conducted fitness assessments of our children at our Cheyyar
School Hub for students from two hubs (Cheyyar and Nedumbirai). The objective
was to understand our students’ current fitness levels and design personalized fitness
improvement guidelines for each of them. Forty-one students participated in the
assessment conducted by our experts, Mr. Shameer, Ms. Nithya Devi, and Mr. Udaya
Kumar. The following tests were conducted:

e Medicine Ball Throw - Upper Limb Explosive Power
e Standing Board Jump - Lower Limb Explosive Power
e 6x10M Shuttle Run - Agility
e 30M Flying Start - Speed
¢ Yo-Yo Test - Endurance



Reiterating our commitment to create change by empowering students and upgrading
grassroots sports, VSF provides sporting equipment and sports infrastructure to
government schools. Through this initiative, we provide children with easy access to
sports. This quarter, we donated a movable football post to the Government Madrasa
School in Chennai. This is the first government school to receive a high-end movable
football post.

On October 24, 2022, Igiver held a Diwali Sweets distribution event at Model School
in Madarasa, Beyond. We distributed 220 gift boxes to our hubs in Madarasa, Cheyyar,
Model School, Sathyamurthy, and the boxing hub. We consider the trainees and
students as one big family, and this interaction between the pupils improves their
relationships and team spirit.

The FIFA Football World Cup Qatar Finals - 2022 screening event was presented by
CFA Adhoc Committee on December 18, 2022, for VSF & Disha students. This event
drew around 100 students and football enthusiasts. The opportunity for the kids to

discuss match techniques with their peers and trainers made this event very helpful.
Additionally, it improved the pupils’ sense of camaraderie.
