We are steadfast and provide opportunities to children who
aspire to be professional footballers.

Training sessions
focus on providing experience for selected children and
youth footballers who are passionate about the game but
without access to adequate infrastructure and training
opportunities.

We reached out to over 272 children within 6 hubs in

This program’s focus is on increasing women'’s
representation in sports like boxing and football thereby
reducing gender disparities. In addition to creating
sportswomen, there is emphasis on providing
self-defence coaching etc. We provide regular boxing
workshops, football coaching sessions andcounselling.
