Our team supports children through regular camps/ 
yoga/�tness/physio-training etc to hone their skills. We reached out to over 511 
children within 12 hubs 2019-20.

Sport has the power to change lives. By teaching women and girls 
about the power of teamwork, self-reliance, resilience and 
con�dence, sport acts as one of the great drivers of gender equality. 
Women in sport defy gender stereotypes and social norms; make 
inspiring role models. So far, we have coached more than 70 women 
in boxing and conducted 3 football tournaments for over 120 women. 
In 20 19 - 2020, 64 women were reached.

We encourage young budding sportspersons with skills needed to 
take up lucrative jobs in the sporting world. Our bene�ciaries have 
gone on to work in respectable positions as football and boxing 
coaches themselves and acting as torchbearers of our work. 19 
bene�ciaries have been placed in sports related jobs so far.

Sports Tournaments
Conducting sports camps and football tournaments for children is one of 
our prime focus areas. These tournaments were conceptualised to inculcate 
a spirit of competition and sportsmanship and to push players to challenge 
themselves and surpass their limitations. In 2019-20, these tournaments 
provided a platform to over 600 participants.

Our �agship tournament, The Annual Swami Vivekananda Youth Football 
Championship’(SVYFC) is extremely popular within sports circles and is well 
recognized among football enthusiasts across Tamil Nadu. 3 editions of this 
tournament have been successfully completed so far, having engaged
1000 youngsters from ten districts in this e�ort.

SVYFC season 3 in partnership with Ramakrishna Math expanded the 
championship to 4 districts: Chennai, Tiruvallur, Vellore and Tiruvanamalai. 
District tournaments were held in partnerships with local academies and 
NGOs, making the State level tournament truly a remarkable one.
